
A meteorite traveling at 150,000 miles per hour crashed into the ocean and created a huge tidal wave so powerful that it carried debris as far as the banks of the Brazos River.

The first immigrants arrived in this region.

Corn farmers settled near where the Río Grande and Mexico's Río Concho meet, in the oldest continuously cultivated farmland in Texas.
The first windmill, powered by four wooden paddle-like blades and used primarily for pumping water for farming and home needs, was put to work. 

Workers drilling for water discovered oil in Corsicana, and Texas begins its oil production. 

The "Great Hurricane," the worst natural disaster in U.S. history, destroyed much of Galveston, TX, killing more than 6,000 people.
Texas adopted the English "Rule of Capture" law allowing landowners to pump as much groundwater as could be put to beneficial use.

Great dust storms spread throughout the Great Plains region of the United States, eventually leading to the worst drought in U.S. history, covering more than 75 percent of the country. 

Texas legislature passed Senate Bill 1, also known as "The Water Bill” with changes for water planning.  
There are no out-houses in Texas, other then the back of a bush or the broad prairie.  Notice in Austin paper “all persons that they must not bathe in the Colorado anywhere in the vicinity of Swisher’s or Grumble’s Ferry” or receive a $10 fine.  

First steamboat on the Colorado River travels up to Austin.  Because of a raft of timber continuously blocked the mouth of the Colorado for the previous 150 years, the boat was built upstream.


Austin, then known as Waterloo, becomes the capitol of the Republic of Texas.  Uncle Billy resides on the banks of Barton Creek.
Stephen Austin surveyed property along the Colorado, on land “well watered with springs”, for a future sheep farm.


An inspection of the presidios along the rivers of northern New Spain, requested by the king of Spain, lists 10 tribes along the Colorado, including the Karankawas.

Spaniard Cabeza de Vaca travels with Chorrucos traders and exchanges sea shells for river cane and flint.
